Mayor Grus opened the meeting with the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion to Approve the April Minutes:  A motion was made by Alderman Bauer and seconded by Alderman Haase to approve April minutes. Motion passed.
Old Business:  Mayor Grus stated that the perfect weather for Treasure Days exposed several issues that the city needs to address regarding highway issues and lack of manpower.  It was suggested that a secondary parking lot be used to ease the parking issues up and down Highway 50.  The possibility of using a trolley in order to bus people from a secondary parking lot to the businesses.  
New Business:  Mayor Grus stated that there will be a Bond Election held in the August elections for the Citizens of Rosebud to vote on a $3,000,000 bond needed for city projects.  
The City of Rosebud received no bids on its streets for repairs, thought an ad was placed in the paper for over a month. Bink’s Trucking and Excavating told PWD Eilers that they would be submitting a bid.  This was tabled for next months meeting. 
The City of Rosebud will return to holding fireworks on July 3rd for the 4th of July Celebration.  

The Threshers Association will be held on July 16th – July 18th.  The City will send their normal letter to approve the sale of alcohol for this event.  COPD Griffith stated that he will have extra police presence at this show for security.  

Mayor Grus stated that Alex Dwyer from Central Missouri Septic contacted her to see if he would be able to dump sewage , when needed, into our lagoons.  After discussion with the Board, they decided not to grant this as it may complicate the current sewer upgrade that the City is undertaking.  The Mayor said that she would send him a note with this decision.  

Collectors Report:  A motion to accept the May Collectors Report by Alderman Haase and Alderman Griffith, Motion passed.  
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Financial Report and Payment of Bills.  A motion was made to accept the May Financial Report and Payment of bills.  A motion was made by Alderman Bauer and seconded by Alderman Griffith to approve the payment of the April bills. Motion passed.  

Chief of Police Report:  COPD Mason Griffith presented the police report for the month of May. 
COPD Griffith reported that Officer Finley has resigned, Therefore, there is another position opened up in the police department for an officer.  
COPD Griffith and PWD Eilers reported a siting of Brooster the Roster at the City Park.  They discussed an idea of how to capture the feathery fellow.  
A motion was made by Alderman Haase to accept the police report and was seconded by Alderman Kuhrts. Motion passed.  
Street Commissioner Report:  Public Works Director Eilers previously stated that he is waiting for the bid from Binks for the street repair since no other contractor contacted the city. 
Water Report and Sewer Report:  PWD Eilers said that he has been working on Lift Station engine problems on Pine Street. 
A report from Bartlett and West was given to the Board.  Said that they are currently waiting on boundary markers for the Reinhold project.  

A motion to accept both street and water/sewer report was made by Alderman Griffith, it was seconded by Alderman Bauer. Motion passed. 
Mayors Time: Mayor Grus reminded everyone of the Employee Recognition party to be held on June 3rd at 6:30 at Kelly’s garage.  The Board members are going to bring side dishes for this party.  
COPD Griffith reminded the Board that this year is the 110th anniversary of Rosebud.  The City clerk will order wooden nickels to be passed out at various events in the City commemorating this anniversary. 

A motion to adjourn was made by Alderman Kuhrts and seconded by Alderman Griffith.  The meeting was adjourned. 
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
